Police Stop, Now What Do | Do?
We know that none of us would ever do anything while riding our motorcycle that would cause a Police Office
to pull us over. What if the Police Officer pulls you over for a burned out light bulb or similar issue? What shoul
you do when you are stopped? There are several things that are cleaancutothers that are notlt is
imperative that you find a safe spot to pull off the highway. Be sure to signal and slow down to let the Officel
know that you are not attempting tfiee. Just because an area may be safe for avidweeled vehicle does not
make it safe for us. There may be a significant drop off to the shouldethisidould cause us to crash. Another
hazard may be debris on the shoulder that could create an unsafg RA 1A 2y ® 2 S R2y Qi |

create a hazard in stopping, especially those stibrter legs.
Common sense would dictate that if yawe carrying a concealed weapon, you will want to inform the Officer
before he/she inadvertently finds it and takes unnecessary actions. You will need to provide information to the
location of the firearm and they will ask to see your permit. Do not dgétob your motorcycle and star
rummaging through your saddlebags, trunk, or even a storage bag. The Police Officer does not know what y«
are doing and may assume that you are searching for a weapon. Stay on your motorcycle and turn the ignitio
off. Thiswill indicate that you are not going to attempt to run away. Some Officers prefer that you put the
motorcycle on the kickstand while others prefer that you balance the motorcycle. While you are balancing the
motorcycle it is difficult to get into a posith where you could attack the Officer. When the motorcycle is on the

MOTORIST AWARENESS AND WHAT IT MEANS TO ALL OF US

Hopefully, everyone had a wonderful and happy holiday time with an abundance
of friends & family and good times. As we begin a New Year, please accept our

With a little help in this article from our friends in Florida', | wanted to begin my
monthly Newsletter offering with a little information about Motorist Awareness. In
the coming months, you will be hearing more and more from Sheila and me
about this subject area. In time, my hope is Motorist Awareness will become an
integral part of RE activities in Region 1é maybe not so much because we need it, but because the
membership itself may help to create a safer environment on the road with our 4-wheel friends. Since that
also includes the vast majority of us, it is a subject that is most relevant to us, or perhaps people that we
may know.

| do believe that most of us know thabtorists need to be aware of how their actions can impact the safettatyelists and
that theyshouldknow (or learn) to share the road safely with motorcyclistslarge portion of motorcycle crashes involve two
key components: poor speed and spatial judgment of other dfinestly therpand poor motorcyclistonspicuity(could be
mostly u$.

What we should be practicing in our own driving, or perhaps passing on to our 4 wheel motorist friends or family, are the
following Motorist Safety Tips

Search the traffic around you constantly axgectto see motorcyes.

Check your blind spots before changing lanes or merging, especially in heavy traffic.

Doublecheck traffic at intersections before you turn or pull out.

Motorcycles can easily be hidden in trafficook for clues, such aa helmet above, tires lwal, or a shadow alongside a

vehicle that you can't see around.

Leave at least a fotgecond distance between your car and a motorcycle in front of you. Note when a motorcycle passes a
point in the road. If your vehicle passes the same pointin lesschanf s econds, youdre foll owi
When passing a motorcycle, give a full lane to the motorcycle. Do not share lanes!

Keep a watchful eye at all times. Individual motorcycles may blend into a larger group and may be closer than you think.
Watchout when turning left because most crashes between cars and motorcycles occur involve left turns at intersections.
Stay attentive and focused because distracted driving is a major causenot@arycle crashes.

Make sure to always signal when chandiemes to ensure the motorcycle rider knows what action you intend to take.
Remember that failing to yield right of way can result in the death or serious injury of a motorcyclist.

Make sure to observe and obey all traffic laws, signs, and signals.

Wear a reflective vestReflective vests now come in many styles in addition to the standard orange and yellow mesh vest
familiar to most riders.

Wear clothing on your upper torso that is visibleeh as lightor bright colored shirts that are more easily seen than grays,
browns, or black.

Wear a jacket with reflective patches or tape. Many jackets now come with stripes and patches that become reflective at ni
to increase litthe wearerds visibi

Add reflective patches to dark colored jackets. Embroidered patches come in a variety of styles to help bikers be seer
night. If your jacket is solid black or another dark color, consider adding reflective patches.

Make Your Motorcycle More Visible

V  Make sure daytime running lights are operational and turned on not only because this will make yoit isaééso the law
in most states Most motorcycles now come with automatic daytime running lights, but if you are riding an older model,
alwaysride with your low beams on during the day.

V  Equip your bike with a DOTapproved headlight modulatorModulators draw attention by altering the frequency of your
headlight beam, which makes it appear to get intermittently brighter and dimmer.

V  Add reflectors or reflective tape to your bike. Custom reflectors are available for most motorcycles and can be added with
sacrificing appearance. Reflective tape on saddl ebags
tapesare designed to be almost invisible during the day yet appear white at night.

V  Consider riding a bright yellow motorcycle, such as yours druly

Drive Defensively

V  Make sure there is plenty of room between you and all the vehicles around you.
V  Stay out ofvehicle blind spots.
V  Assume that vehicles pulling out of side streets do not see you and they might pull out in front of you.
